Language Arts

time is essential to students’ later learning.”

Math
“PreK students will be learning basic math concepts. Practicing basics using real world
opportunities helps develop their learning. Students will also start building their
number sense skills, which are extremely important for their math development“
Students in PreK will…
● Recognize and name basic colors: red, orange, yellow, green, blue, black, gray, brown,

white, purple and pink
● Recognize and name basic shapes: circle, oval, square, rectangle, triangle, star and heart
● Count to 20
● Write numbers 1-10
● Match the correct number (1-10) to a set of objects

Science
Students in PreK will use their senses and tools to…
● Learn about the World around us.

● Learn about plants
